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The situation of Mount Lofty was found 

from hence and from some other cross 

ʻbearings, to be 34° 59' south and 138° 42  ̓

east. No land was visible so far to the 

north as where the trees appeared above 

the horizon, which showed the coast to 

be very low,  and our soundings were 

fast decreasing. 

From noon to six o'clock we ran thirty 

miles to the northward, skirting a sandy 

shore at the distance of five, and thence 

to eight miles; the depth was then 5 

fathoms, and we dropped the anchor upon 

a bottom of sand, mixed with pieces of 

dead coral.
